•  �The issuer of the security may not have entered into a definitive agreement 
or other arrangement which would likely result in the security no longer 
being Index eligible;

•  ��The security may not be issued by an issuer currently in bankruptcy 
proceedings; and

•  �A GDR must be listed on the London Stock Exchange or London 
International Exchange and have a US listing on the OTC Bulletin Board, pink 
sheets or nonbulletin board and meet the additional eligibility criteria other 
than listing market.
