The trust seeks to achieve its objective through investment in the
common stock of closed-end investment companies, known as closed-
end funds. The sponsor selects the common stock of closed-end funds
that it believes are well positioned to provide for total return potential
over the term of the trust within a well-diversified, dividend paying
portfolio. To select the portfolio of the trust, the sponsor followed a
disciplined process which includes both quantitative screening and
qualitative analysis.

If the price you pay exceeds $10 per unit,
the creation and development fee will be less than 0.50%; if the price you pay
is less than S10 per unit, the creation and development fee will exceed 0.50%.
In addition to the sales charges listed, UITs are subject to annual operating
expenses and organization costs.

'Distributions, if any, will be made commencing on September 25, 2017. The estimated net annual distribution is expected to decline over time because a portion
of the securities included in the portfolio will be sold to pay for organization costs, creation and development fee and deferred sales charge. Distributions will
fluctuate as a result of unitholder redemptions in addition to securities being sold within the portfolio. Distributions are also subject to the ability of issuers to
make dividend payments in the future.

2Estimated Net Annual First Year Distribution per unit is computed by dividing the estimated annual income of the underlying securities less the expense per unit
by the number of units outstanding. The estimated net annual distributions for subsequent years are expected to be less than estimated distributions for the first
year because a portion of the securities included in the trust portfolio will be sold during the first year to pay for organization costs, the creation and development
fee and the deferred sales charge. The actual net annual distributions will vary with changes in the trust’s fees and expenses and income of the underlying
securities.
